	Send adequate message:
	

	
	- If Piracy / Armed Attack is suspected - ‘SECURITY’.
	

	
	- If it is certain that Piracy / Armed Attack will be attempted  - ‘PAN PAN’.
	

	
	- If Pirates / Armed Attackers start to board - ‘MAYDAY’.

	1. Initial message: Piracy / Armed Attack Alert (with details).
	

	
	2. Follow-up message: Piracy / Armed Attack Alert (with details).

	Ship Berthed
	

	1.
	Inform and prepare crew for possible pirate attack.
	

	2.
	Only authorised persons may board the vessel.
	

	3.
	Strictly control all access points (see Section 29 Monitoring Deck Area and Areas Surrounding the Ship).
	

	4.
	Use ratguards, if applicable.
	

	5.
	Employ security patrols and maintain continuous communications.
	

	6.
	Make security patrols visible (to act as deterrent).
	

	7.
	Fully lit the deck area and overside, particularly seaward side.
	

	8.
	Warn off any approach with megaphone.
	

	9.
	Charge fire hoses for immediate use as a water cannon.
	

	10.
	Strategically locate the fire axes, to lines placed by the pirates' grappling hooks. (Remember: Use of axes may, however, unreasonably expose personnel to danger!)
	

	11.
	Fill empty bottles with sand or paint (this later, to mark the pirate boat for later identification).
	

	12.
	Consider ‘barricades’ to prevent easy access to the Restricted Areas.
	

	13.
	Consider re-locating bulk cash during high threat transits leaving a certain amount in the safe.

	Ship Underway
	

	1.
	All precautions as for Ship Berthed (B) with the following inclusions:
	

	2.
	Increased radar and visual watch.  Ensure watch has binoculars.
	

	3.
	Increase speed of vessel (if possible) and transit during daylight hours.
	

	4.
	Alter course away from attackers approach.
	

	5.
	Ask for any assistance from nearby shipping and fire distress flare.
	

	6.
	Consider relocating bulk cash during high threat transits.
	

	7.
	Aft lookouts.
	

	8.
	Prepare hoses.
	

	9.
	If viable, consider going in convoy with other ships.
	

	10.
	Send detail report to the CSO.
